5. Subtle changes in conversations with friends,
i.e. using more secretive coded language. For|
example, "four twenty" is a code name for a
time to get high.

Set Rules. Let your child know alcohol and
drug use is unacceptable in your family.

Keep your teens busy, especially between 3
p.m. to 6 p.m. and into evening hours.

EUREKA CBOC'S LITTLE FOOD PANTRY

The Eureka CBOC Pantry was established following a meaningful discussion between Imelda "Millie"
Crummett, a Licensed Vocational Nurse and United States Air Force Veteran, and her daughter, Katie
Lansing, also a United States Air Force Veteran and an employee of the Veterans Administration. This
conversation was sparked after an interaction where a patient expressed a need for food assistance.
However, the patient did not qualify for any of the existing assistance programs.

Recognizing this gap in support, Katie suggested creating a food pantry to help those in need. She coor-
dinated the acquisition of shelves, which were then filled with food items. To keep the pantry well-
stocked, periodic food drives are organized, made possible by the generosity of many employees and
donors. Special thanks go to the Eureka Elks Lodge #652 for their significant contributions through grant
funding aimed at assisting Veterans.

Since its opening in February 2027, the pantry has provided essential food assistance to numerous Vet-
erans facing difficult circumstances.
