I
had the privilege to represent our lodge in the voting process on some important items for our
lodges:

1. To make participation in them physical loss and crime coverage policy procured by
Grand Lodge optional for Local Lodges and to require proof of alternative insurance
coverage. Failed 845 Yes to 2120 No

2. To allow a Lodge to satisfy the bond requirement for the Lodge Secretary through an
outside insurance company. Failed 872 Yes to 2120 No

3. To allow a Lodge to satisfy the bond requirement for the Lodge Treasurer through an
outside insurance company. Failed 872 Yes to 2093 No

4. To authorize the issuance of electronic membership card, allow the Office of the Grand

Secretary to determine requirements, and require Local Lodges to recognize an elec-

tronic membership card in the same manner as paper cards. Passed 2502 Yes to 456 No

To define what constitutes a Lodge Affiliate. Passed 2778 to 190

To Clarify the suspension of the social privileges of a member applies to all social func-

tions and social activities of the order. Passed 2836 Yes to 134 No

7. To clarify, if a Local Lodge adds the Secretary and Treasurer to the Board of Directors,
the Lodge must ensure such action is consistent with its corporate documents. Passed

2779 Yes to 164 No

The workshop on the Electronic Membership Cards was fascinating and I can’t wait to see
where they will go with this concept! There were so many workshops to attend and we cov-
ered as many as we could while still supporting the local Lodges in Kansas City, MO.

I want to yell from the rooftops and sincerely thank our VOLUNTEERS for all the hours
and hard work they put into our Lodge! We want to encourage ALL our members to come
out and volunteer. This is your Lodge. We as members need to work together to make this
Lodge the place, we want to hang out and have fun! Without the volunteers to keep us go-
ing, we will not be able to have a lodge. We aren’t asking for an 8-hour shift of volunteer-
ing, an hour or 2 a month or every once in awhile, can make all the difference.
