There is a lot happening with the Lodge Administration. First, Crystal, our recep-
tionist and do-it-all person, is leaving us for a better position in the Health Care in-
dustry. Her new positions fits better with her academic background, and it has bene-
fits that the Lodge simply can’t offer. Our best of luck to Crystal in her new adven-
ture.

Members of Eureka Lodge number 652 August 29, 2025

The Board of Trustees applied for a Grand Lodge Building Permit to reroof the entire
building at a cost of approximately $270,000 in June of 2024. The application was
unfortunately submitted after the first phase of the Project was completed, which was
in violation of Grand Lodge Statute 16.050 (d). A lodge may not expend more than
$25,000 without obtaining permission from Grand Lodge in the form of a Building
Permit. The mistake was recognized, and a Building Application was filed. For several
reasons the permit still isn’t issued; therefore, the Trustees along with the agreement of
the Grand Board of Trustees are closing the current permit application. New permits
will be applied for as needed.

The first phase, which has been completed, cost $76,500. The kitchen and storage area
of the roof was reroofed with a membrane. The Lodge used existing funds earmarked
for such a purpose. No indebtedness was created.

| realize that this is the third time this issue has been presented to the membership in
writing and voted on the Lodge Floor. The two previous times were for the entire project
costing $270,000. It is necessary that we repeat this process this time to close the
existing permit.

This will be read on the Lodge Floor during the meeting of October 1%, and voted on
during the meeting of October 15%™.
